Public Commentary

Valley County personnel described some potential changes in the Fairground
Usage Program. Current team has been working on a masterplan with a couple of
design options for the Fairgrounds. The purpose of this discussion is to coordinate
with Cascade Aquatic and Rec, as a neighboring entity. Mayor Nissula, on behalf
of the City of Cascade, expressed enthusiasm for the potential of this expansion
plan. She cited a secondary entrance to the property, and geothermal energy
sharing as points of interest that would impact the Rec Center. Alysson described
the importance of having a solid plan before moving ahead. She invited input from
the greater community via a live web link to an information collection survey.
Clearwater Financial staff further explained the scope and details of the project,
as well as collaboration efforts with community stakeholders and partners.
Timeline is to have plan completed Q1 2026. County Commissioner said the goal
of tonight's meeting is not to obtain permission or answers, but to open the
conversation with the SVCRD Board and staff. Via a shared map, she presented
various options (secondary entrance/exit) for consideration. SVCRD Board
members expressed solid support for continued discussion and collaboration.
Valley County team will share information about future meetings with the Board.
